\mem\ My New Friend, Tony, in Orebic, Croatia!

Our family had a wonderful time in Croatia. We stayed in Orebic for six days and three days in Dubrovnik. The
country is beautiful and the 13 of us saw many of the sights, enjoyed the food and the wine, and, of course, th
people. Croatians have a very high regard for Americans and can characterize us fairly accurately as a people
a nation. In the months ahead | might put together some kind of presentation of our experiences there. We, of
course, have thousands of pictures with 13 smart phones constantly taking pictures of the sights and our
activities.

| would like to share one special experience with my new friend Tony. We stayed in wonderful accommodatior
on a hill above the small town of Orebic. The grave of Marco Polo in located nearby. Some of us went to the
grave site and many of the people in this little community are related to thé28ea captains that called

Orebic their seaport home. It was here | met Tony. He was the cousin of the folks that we rented from. He an
his extended family lived down the hill from us.

On one of the first mornings we were there the grandkids were playing with a small ball. It rolled down the hill
by Tony3®s garden. We | ooked for the ball for a wh
when | met Tony. He was working in his garden and we hit it off right away. | had lots of questions about his
garden. Many of his vegetables were similar to mine. Tony gave me some details about the Croatian war whi
began in 1991. Their country was ravished by communists. The war ended several years later in one day whe
US Navy destroyer shot one rocket into the capital of the enemy. Tony had high regards for the American
people and military in saving their country.

Tony was in his 603s but | ooked 20 years younger.
English, very ambitious and hard working. We had gardening in common, but also talked a lot about family. H
had questions about ours and met many of them while we were there. | also met several of his family member
Tony was working on his huge house along with his sons. So far it has been a four year expansion project. Th
initial house had been there for two hundred years old. It is all stone. He cuts all the stone to fit into the outsid
walls and beautiful arches. He and his sons do all the work: plumbing, electrical and finishing work. The
extended family who live with him include his two sons and their families, his mother and rriatther, and, of
course, Tony and his wife. Everyone has their own living unit although they eat together regularly. The weathe
is temperate so most of their food comes -if-lawmaka h e
olive oil, excellent wine, according to Linda, and great schnapps according to minsioms

Tony and | had three long conversations and he never seemed to be in a hurry, but in addition to the above, h
also has a full time job with the Orebic sanitation department and a side job of taking tourists horseback riding

on day or several day trips. |l don3t know how he
sons and grandchildren. According to Tony, life had been like this for generations in Croatia. Tony is the
descendent of a sea captain in the 140083 s.

Guess what we talked about God, religion and spiritual things too. Croatia is basically Roman Catholic as
Tony and his family. Sunday worship in important to them. He asked how Lutherans are different than
Catholics. It helped to say that our daughter teaches in a Catholic high school. | gave him several Gospel bee
bracelets for his grandkids and we talked about each bead as he read the Bible verses. | also gave him some
crosses that Ralph makes. He put one on immediately. Spiritual things are very important to Tony and his
family.

Now I 3m back in the USA and Tony and Croatthose ar e
morning conversations we had, but | have a new fr
best friend, Jesus, and one day we will see Him together, and perhaps recall the conversations we had in the
spring of 2019.
